PROCEDURES AND SELECTION PROCESS 

OF THE

NATIONAL COLLEGE ATHLETE HONOR SOCIETY

Please complete and return the charter membership application form. Be sure to select an athletic administrator or interested coach who will act as the Chapter Advisor. Yearly continuity is of most importance! Send the completed application and the initial school membership fee to the national office to be recorded.
1. The first year, the college or university pays an initial membership fee of one hundred dollars ($100) to the National College Athlete Honor Society (Chi Alpha Sigma) national headquarters regardless of the number of honorees. (NCAHS Federal Tax ID #35-1987057) Thereafter, each year a fifty dollars ($50) renewable fee is due in early spring to keep the charter active. Honorees pay nothing.
2. In the spring, head coaches of all sports should identify all junior and senior student/athletes who have a minimum accumulative grade point average of 3.40 on a 4.0 scale or above and have lettered in his/her sport. The student-athlete must have achieved at least junior academic standing by the fifth semester or seventh quarter as determined by your college or university. For expediency, the advisor may obtain the official grade point averages from the registrar and request verification of earned letter(s) from head coaches.
3. Send a typed or printed list or spreadsheet with the name of the school, advisor, and athletic director, and the name of the student-athlete, cumulative grade point average, sport lettered in, and year in school to the national office of Chi Alpha Sigma (NCAHS). The advisor will then be sent certificates for the honorees from the national office. Allow a minimum of two weeks turn-around time for the certificates. Advisors may request instructions for printing their information on the certificates. 

4. Include the presentation of Chi Alpha Sigma certificates in an existing awards ceremony or organize a meeting, luncheon, dinner, or reception for induction of the honorees. Each local chapter will determine its type of ceremony based on its budget. Remember, honorees are inducted only once. A senior who was inducted as a junior and maintains a 3.40 CUMULATIVE grade point average may be recognized by listing his/her name in a program or presented a pin, medallion or cord for graduation, but not with a second induction. The names of student-athletes previously inducted should not be sent to the national office.
5. The chapter advisor must administer, organize, and maintain yearly records and pass them on to a successor to maintain continuity and instructions.
6. A chapter may promote and publicize the selection process to eligible junior and senior student/athletes. Local media coverage may be utilized as well as publicity sent to the honoree’s hometown newspaper.
